7. The bidders may also download the Bidding Document from the website www.nacoonline.org . In such cases, the bidder should submit the cost of bidding document along with its bid, failing which, such bids will not be considered. 

8. The Bidding Document shall be available for sale from 26/03/2009 to 14/04/2009 during 9.00 AM to 5.30 PM. The bids for individual IFBs should be submitted separately, up to 3.00 PM on 15/04/2009. The bids received up to the due date and time shall be opened on the same day starting at 3.30 PM at the address given below. The bids for individual IFBs shall be opened at an interval of 30 minutes.
9. In the event the date of submission or opening is declared public holiday at purchaser’s office, the bid submission / opening shall be held at the same time on the next working day.
